Travel:

We will reimburse an economy airfare purchased several weeks in advance.  Seminar funds are limited, and we greatly appreciate your assistance in keeping airfare costs to a minimum. Both S.F. International and Oakland International airports are convenient to Berkeley, although Oakland is somewhat closer. 
For ground transportation, we strongly encourage you to take the local commuter rail / subway system, BART (http://www.bart.gov), which is accessible from both airports.  The “Downtown Berkeley” BART stop is located at the edge of campus. There is a taxi stand located there, making it easy to take a taxi to your hotel. Reimbursements:
